Registration papers for all breed Classes must be produced if requested.

Handlers and riders of stallions and colts must be 18 years and over.

Stallions and colts 2 years and over must wear an appropriate bit.

Welsh Pony yearlings may be shown in a halter.

Ponies & Horses may only enter either open or show hunter classes, not both.

When framing the schedule every endeavor has been made to avoid the judging of two classes at
the same time in which one exhibitor may be interested. However, delaying judging for
competitors will be at the judges or stewards discretion on the day.

The Committee reserved the right to alter or omit any Prize items.

Drug testing may be carried out at this Show.

The Judge shall award Reserve Champion Sashes in Horse and Rider Events where stipulated.
Second prize to the Champion in the Section shall be allowed to compete for the Reserve
Champion Sash.

Winners of Champion Classes in Double Chance Ring for ridden Hack, Galloway & Ponies NOT
ELIGIBLE to compete for Champion in the second Ring.

First, Second and Third ribbons in all Sections. Prize money or trophies where stipulated.

All prizes are available on Show Day. Prizes not collected on the day will be forfeited.
